· There is an increase spiritual-but- not religious neighbours
· Ask the question of Jesus, “who is my neighbour?”


· Viability and sustainability of the COF
· They face barriers:  multi-cultural, language
· Trinity was surprised by the lower average income in their community than that of Canada and Quebec
· They also noted a high percentage of non-family and one-person households
· At Beaconsfield United Church, Nigerian immigrants are used to tithing and continue to do so when coming to Canada   


· Rural vs urban?
· Distance covered by profile too small for rural (1 km, 3 km, 5 km)
· Would be helpful to compare with other churches in same area or similar settings 
· Maybe offer some info sessions to interpret these together?
· Overwhelmed at first with amount of info available, but well worth it
· Numbers from example shared resonated with similar churches
· Question about scope of profile for linguistic or ethnic communities of faith whose members may travel further to attend eg Hungarian
· Certain physical obstacles in neighbourhoods (eg busy roads, fences) may limit access for neighbourhood residents

· what about congregations who draw from a very large/Rural area
· how to define transient populations such as students, migrant workers during farming season
· does the profile include all groups?
