2024-10-17_009 MOTION (P. Bisset/P. Stanfield) Whereas in early 2024 an apparently corroded heating oil line leaked into the basement of Stanbridge East United Church (SEUC) resulting in an oil spill of about 800 litres of heating oil,
Whereas the Québec Ministry of the Environment has now directed the Trustees of SEUC to effect a prompt remediation of the site to avoid contamination of the nearby drinking water wells and the Pike River,
Whereas reliable estimates, updated September 27, 2024, for the remediation of the site, amount to about $729,000 (including contingency), provided the work is done prior to winter freeze-up and the spring thaw which may cause potential harm to spread,
Whereas no significant savings would be possible by the demolition of the Building, and
Whereas the Trustees of SEUC do not have any financial resources and have requested financial assistance from the Finance and Extension Board (F&E) and the Conseil regional Nakonha:ka Regional Council (the “Regional Council”) to effect the required remediation and have offered any future sale proceeds of the property to repay such assistance in whole or in part;
RESOLVED that F&E and the Regional Council grant immediate financial assistance to the Trustees of Stanbridge East United Church to effect the oil spill remediation in accordance with the estimate of $729,000 with the work to be under the oversight of F&E,
RESOLVED that the financial assistance take the form of an initial line of credit from F&E up to $729,000 without interest and when the remediation project is completed, such initial line of credit shall be replaced by a grant from the Regional Council from its contingency funds in the amount of $250,000 and the balance of less than $500,000 by a limited recourse loan to be repaid from the net proceeds of the eventual sale (upon a disbanding or amalgamation) of the Property (capital and 5% annual interest) with any balance to be applied to the Regional Council’s contingency fund,
RESOLVED that this resolution shall become effective from ratification by the Regional Council,
RESOLVED that F&E and the Regional Council commend the SEUC Trustees for their prompt action in response to this unfortunate accident, and
RESOLVED that F&E and Regional Council take immediate measures to ensure that all United Church properties under their oversight replace any heating oil equipment with electric or gas heating as appropriate, with assistance from the national Faithful Footprint program where possible. CARRIED
2024-10-17_010 MOTION (A. Akintayo/D. Ashby) that the Conseil régional Nakonha:ka Regional Council Executive add the regional council’s signature to the Stand Up for Migrants’ Rights - Open Letter (by October 25). CARRIED
2024-10-17_011 MOTION (A. Akintayo/D. Ashby) that the Conseil régional Nakonha:ka Regional Council Executive, having been encouraged by reading the letter Stand Up for Migrants’ Rights - Open Letter (by October 25), but feeling the need for a language that can express a United Church’s viewpoint more accurately (i.e., commitment to social justice, equality, and welcome while also emphasizing the importance of recognizing the contributions of migrants and immigrants and promoting inclusive communities), agree to allow Adedeji Sunday Akintayo to write a letter to the Federal Government on behalf of the regional council which supports Migrant’s Rights in Canada.
